Here are the modified playing rules for the U-9/10's. Tthe next step is for the
participating leagues to formally approve the ENTIRE package, rather than making local
changes. Subsequently, the referee chapters and coaching education programs will adopt
and apply these as the formal OYSAN rules for U-9/10 play.
